ADMINISTRATIVE BUSINESS:

Commissioner Mike Smith reported LCDC is having their VIP event on November 4% indicating he will
be attending.

Commissioner Mike Smith inquired about the Veteran’s Day parade. The Board decided they will be riding
in the parade.

Commissioner Kaaz requested to pull the letter of support for US Bicycle Route 55 from the consent agenda.
