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LEAVENWORTH, Kan. --- A Leavenworth woman was sentenced Wednesday to 32 months in the Kansas Department of Corrections for attempted abuse of a child and 12 months in the Leavenworth County Jail for endangering a child. A judge ordered the sentences for Sarah Lynn Nicole Jones to run concurrently.
According to court records, the case stems from the neglect of a 22-month-old child who was brought to a Kansas City hospital on Jan. 20, 2025. Medical personnel reported the child weighed about 12 pounds - the average weight of a 2-month-old - and showed signs of severe malnourishment.
The caregiver claimed the child’s condition was caused by premature birth and a global developmental delay. Medical staff, however, found no medical condition that could explain the extent of the child’s weight loss. One physician said she was “certain the malnourishment is a direct result of starvation and neglect.”
On June 25, Jones was found guilty after pleading no contest to endangering a child and attempted abuse of a child.
Leavenworth County Attorney Todd Thompson said, “This case is heartbreaking. While many explanations may have been offered for how it happened, none excuse what occurred. Our office remains committed to protecting the most vulnerable members of our community.” 

"The state’s sentencing guidelines determined the sentence,” Thompson said.
